Within two miles of the Inverness entrances are
a number of fine lunch and dinner restaurants
including The Trail Dust, Champps, Applebee’s,
Red Robin, Bennigan’s, Outback Steakhouse,
PF Changs, J. Alexander's and Rock Bottom
Brewery, Cheesecake Factory, Earl’s, Thai Basil
and California Pizza Kitchen.

AIRPORTS

Centennial Airport is adjacent to Inverness and
is equipped to service private and corporate air-
craft of any size including jets. Its main 10,000-
foot runway is LLS. equipped. Denver
International Airport is accessed within 35 min-
utes via E-470.

LODGING FACILITIES

Business travelers will appreciate the luxury
and convenience of the Inverness Hotel and
Conference Center, a 302-room hotel, confer-
ence center and home of the PGA champi-
onship Inverness Golf Course. Restaurants and
shops cater to the traveler’s needs. Over 60,000
square feet of state-of-the-art conference facili-
ties can accommodate groups as large as 300.

Also located in Inverness are the Marriott
Courtyard and Marriott Residence Inn.
Numerous other lodging opportunities are
located within one mile north or west of
Inverness.

The Colorado Athletic Club is a luxurious
127,000 square foot facility located in the Park
south of the County Line Road entrance.
Indoor/outdoor tennis, racquetball, squash,
Nautilus, aerobics, an indoor running track and
indoor/outdoor swimming are offered. This is
one of Denver’s finest athletic clubs.
